Hercules Update
· Paul Tuck mentioned that the business is struggling with the cost of oil, but they are doing a lot of exporting and that has grown over 150% in the past 5 years.  Raw materials’ costs are rising.

· All business is pretty healthy, they are planning to hire some more full time employees, and they have hired 20 summer workers.
